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General Description – Artists’ Cooperative Gallery

The Artists’ Cooperative of Whidbey Island exists to provide retail space to show and sell a wide variety of work by Puget Sound artists and craftspeople.  Members share the tasks of operating the gallery, including sales and administrative responsibilities.  As our name suggests, we strive to create a cooperative environment that is supportive to all of its members.

The first step in becoming a member is a discussion with the chairperson of the Jury Committee.  This is to insure that you understand how the gallery operates and the responsibilities of working members.  

The second step in becoming a member is to have your art reviewed and accepted by the Jury Committee.  The Jury Committee meets on the Wednesday before the first Saturday of every month and by appointment for special cases.  You must submit 3 to 5 pieces of your work that is representative of the body of work you plan to exhibit at the Artists’ Cooperative.  Also fill out the Jury Report that includes your name, address, description and price of items to be juried.

We currently have two categories of membership - Consignment and Working Membership.  Consignment Members pay monthly dues of $50.00, 30% sales commission and do not work in the gallery. We have a very limited number of spaces available for consignment and these are only on an approval basis. (Please Note - The Artist Cooperative does not insure member artists work for theft or breakage.)

On joining as a Working Member you will be asked to commit to a one-year membership.  As a new member, you will you also be asked to pay a nonrefundable ‘buy-in’ amount of $150.00.  This amount helps the cooperative pay for capital expenditures for its operation.  All members also pay monthly membership dues of $50.00, 10% sales commission, staff the gallery about 12 - 16 hours in any given month and work on committees.  The work of running the gallery is accomplished in part by the committees.

General membership meetings are held 4 to 5 times a year on the first Tuesday of the month.  All Working Members are expected to attend, as this is when business in transacted and decisions are made.  It is also an opportunity to get to interact with other gallery members.

Members are not allowed to offer similar work in any other shop or gallery in Langley.
